In 1912, the Brandon Daily Sun (30 September 1912) published an article about the 7th Annual
Meeting of the Manitoba Association of Architects that was held at the Prince Edward Hotel on
September 28. It was the first time that the association held an annual meeting outside of
Winnipeg. Local architect W.A. Elliott was elected first vice president of the assocation. As
part of the meeting's entertainment, the Brandon Automobile Club provided excursions around
the city, making special stops at the fair grounds, industrial school, new asylum buildings, and
the experimental farm.
