The Brandon City Band lead
the parade with H.J. Barter, P.P., serving as parade marshal. Over 100 members paraded to
St. Mary's Church. Representatives from a variety of lodges participated, including Alexander,
Neepawa, Souris, Wawanesa, and Lodge Carpenter Juveniles.
