The float is
decorated with wheat sheaves, the city's coat of arms, and the words "education" and "health"
adorn a pergola or arbour in the centre of the float. Seven people are on the float and appear
to be in costume. An Aboriginal man is dressed in full regalia, one man appears to be in
academic robes, another dressed as a farmer. One woman appears to be dressed like a
nurse while another may be wearing a pioneer costume.

Notes: Writing on the back of the photograph reads: Brandon City's foat in 1927,
Celebrating 60 years of Confederation, The lady in white is Miss Ann
Carnahan who was on the city staff for a number of years and now
resides in Victoria. She is my husbands [sic.] sister.
