Biographical:

According to the Brandon Daily Sun (07 May 1913), the first three street cars (Nos. 10, 9, and
7) arrived in Brandon on the evening of May 6, 1913. The cars were shipped via Canadian
National Rail to Brandon from Winnipeg and stored at the railway siding on McTavish Avenue
between 8th and 9th Streets. The daily paper (15 May 1915) reported that a test run for the
street cars was scheduled for May 16, 1913. The City Clerk published a public notice in the
paper (29 May 1913) announcing the formal opening of the "Brandon Municipal Street Raily"
for on Monday, June 2, from 2 p.m. to 4 p.m. at city hall where the cars would be displayed.
