08 Oct 1926, Brandon), worked as
a glazier with a number of shops in Brandon, including McDiarmid and Clark, Rat Portage
Lumber Company, and Hanbury Manufacturing Company.

History /
Biographical:

Erected in 1889, on the southeast corner of Rosser Avenue and 7th Street at 806 Rosser
Avenue, this block was designed by Brandon architect W.H. Shillinglaw. At the time of its
construction the structure housed the Nation & Shewan Department Store, one of Brandon’s
largest and most successful drygoods businesses, owned and operated by Fred Nation and
Alexander Shewan.

Major improvements were made to the store and an annex was added in 1910. Some of the
renovation additions included, but were not limited to, an updated frontage with new copper
sash windows and prismatic glass tops, plate glass windows, new fixtures and carpet. With the
renovations the floor space of the business was to be almost doubled. The stock of the
business also increased, with the Brandon Weekly Sun reporting that when finished, Nation &
Shewan would be a “store of which the citizens of Brandon will be justly proud.” The drygoods
firm operated until Nation’s death 1926, when it became known as A. Shewan Limited. From
1933 to 1944, the business was known as Shewan and Son. Shortly thereafter, the Metroplitan
Stores Ltd began operating out of the Nation & Shewan Block.

In 2000, the Town Centre prepared to knock down the Red Apple Building, formerly the Nation
& Shewan Block. The demolition was to make way for the new atrium and entrance for the
mall, and begin a new period of redevelopment at the downtown shopping centre.
