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History /
Biographical:

William Andrew "Andy" Graham was born on July 29, 1916 in the RM of North Cypress on
section 14-10-15. He married Irene Ruth Caughill (1918-1979) on April 17, 1937, and together
they had three children: Gwen, Betty and Joan. Andy and Ruth lived first in Carberry and then
on NE 23-10-15W; Andy farmed, first in partnership with his father, and then later on his own
when his father's health failed. After Ruth died, Andy married Florence (Reynolds) Elmhirst
(1911-2000) in 1981. Andy Graham died in 1993.
