On 16 November 1906, Manitoba was hit by a severe winter storm that began that Thursday
evening and extended through the weekend. The Brandon Daily Sun ("Storm Extends Over a
Large Territory," 17 Nov. 1906, 1) reported that rail and telegraph services had been
disrupted, country roads were impassable, and business in town was at a stand still. Following
the weekend, the daily reported the blizzard was one of the greatest in recent memory. CPR
trains had been caught in drifts by Carberry and an express car had caught fire and was
destroyed ("Worst Storm in Many Years," Brandon Daily Sun, 19 Nov. 1906, 1).

Scope and Content:

Fleming Block, Beaubier Block and its Empire Hotel, A.M. Percival (a grocer), the Brandon
Hardware Company (600 block), and the Arlington Hotel (500 block) are visible along the north
side of the avenue. The Bank of Hamilton Building on the southeast corner of 8th Street and
Rosser appears to be under construction. The streets are muddy and a horse and buggy is
traveling west on Rosser Avenue.
