Two automobiles are parked alongside the street cars. According to Archivist Emeritus Tom
Mitchell, the group of men are members of the Brandon Municipal Street Railway Committee.
The chairman of the committee, Harry Cater, can be seen in the center-left of the group
wearing a watch fob. The committee had assembled for a test run of the street car service,
which the Brandon Daily Sun reported to have occured on Sunday, May 16, 1913.
