A
stationary policeman/divider is situated in the centre of the intersection. A street car is
travelling south on 10th Street. Angled parking is on both sides of the street.

The lot on the northeast corner appears to be for sale and a solid wooden fence has several
advertisements, including for: Majestic Radio, Imperial Gasoline (premier and ethyl), and a
production a City Hall for "A Runaway Girl."

The Brown Block has a third storey lined with dormer windows. Advertisements for Heintzamn
& Co. Pianos Piano Tuning, J.J.H. McLean & Co. Ltd, and The Strand Optical Co. are painted
on the south side of the Brown Block. Also present is an advertising board for the Capitol
Theatre on which is a poster for "Cohens and Kellys in Atlantic City."
