William "Billy" Muir came to Brandon in 1881 where he worked at the Coombs & Stewart
general store. He became the proprietor of Brandon's first grocery store located on 138-6th
Street. The building was demolished in 1952 (see Brandon Daily Sun 04 September 1952).

On 16 November 1906, Manitoba was hit by a severe winter storm that began that Thursday
evening and extended through the weekend. The Brandon Daily Sun ("Storm Extends Over a
Large Territory," 17 Nov. 1906, 1) reported that rail and telegraph services had been
disrupted, country roads were impassable, and business in town was at a stand still.
