Scope and Content:

Photograph shows early Rosser Avenue under construction between 9th Street and 10th
Street in the 1880s. Buildings that line the avenue are wood framed and there are wooden
boardwalks in front of a few structures. On the north side of Rosser Avenue signs for Fortier &
Bucke Commision Agents and Transit House (Hotel) can be seen. On the south side of Rosser
Avenue, the Queen's Hotel and Robinson Brothers and Company groceries and dry goods
store are open for business. A family appears to be standing on the stoop at the dry goods
store. A boy is lounging in the entryway of the Queen's Hotel. A man is standing on a wooden
plank that extends across the dirt road of Rosser Avenue between the dry goods store and the
commission agents' shop.

Farmers can be seen driving wagon teams loaded with bags of grain in line on Pacific Avenue
from 10 Street to at least 7th Street. On the north side of Pacific Avenue the CPR Land Office
and grain elevators are pictured. On the south side of Pacific Avenue, the general
merchant/hardware store Bower, Blackburn, Mundell & Porter is situated on the corner of
Pacific Avenue and 10th Street. A 10th Street sign is affixed to the merchants' store. On the
east side of the general store, Edie House, the Grand View Hotel, and a Farmers' boarding
and lodging house can be seen.
