Alonzo Archibald Rowe (b. 1862, London, ON; d. 22 Oct 1951, Brandon). The Rowes were
considered Brandon area pioneers. Alonzo’s father, Alonzo L. Rowe, came to Brandon with
his family in 1881, where the family had a furniture and undertaker business on the west side of
10th Street between Rosser and Princess Avenues. In 1885, the family began farming west of
Brandon and Alonzo Archibald served as a councilor and then a reeve in the R.M. of
Whitehead. He returned to Brandon in 1907 and served with the Brandon Police Department
until 1910, when he returned to farming, this time in Arrow River. A.A. Rowe returned to
Brandonin 1915 to work as a Provincial Licenses Inspector, a position he held until 1938.
