According to Henderson's
1909 Brandon City Directory, Gordon Irwin - a barber - and tobacconist J.S. Rosby shared at
storefront at 919 Rosser Avenue. This address is situated on the north side of Rosser Avenue,
adjacent to a laneway. It is possible that the back of the shop overlooks the Grand Union Hotel
on the corner of Pacific Avenue and 10th Street.
