Biographical:
The decorative ceiling and border are consistent with another photograph in the McGuinness
collection (see 20-2009.78) in which Gordon Irwin is identified. According to Henderson's
1909 Brandon City Directory, Gordon Irwin - a barber - and tobacconist J.S. Rosby shared at
storefront at 919 Rosser Avenue.
