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History /

Biographical:

Andrew Frederick "Fred" Mutter was born on January 7, 1913 in Brandon, MB. He was
educated in Brandon, including at Brandon College. From 1942-1945, Fred served with the
RCAF overseas. Fred returned to Brandon after the war, where he joined the family run
grocery store, Mutter Brothers. He continued to operate the business until deciding to close in
April 1975. In 1986, the contents of the store were donated by the Assiniboine Historical
Society to the Daly House Museum. Fred never married. Fred Mutter died on July 3, 1984 in
Brandon, MB. He is buried at Brandon Municipal Cemetery.

Custodial History:

As part of the Westman Oral History Collection, this collection was accessioned by the McKee
Archives in 1998. The original tapes from the Westman Oral History project were deposited in
the Brandon Public Library. Copies of these originals were made by Margaret Pollex of the
Brandon University Language Lab at the request of Eileen McFadden, University Archivist in
the early 1990s. These copies compose the collection held in the McKee Archives.
