Biographical:

Hubert Clayton Weidenhamer was born near Dand, Manitoba in 1926. He was raised in Dand
and attended school in the Dand Consolidated School District. Weidenhamer enlisted in the
Canadian Army in 1943. He became a member of the Priness Patricia's Canadian Light
Infantry. Following training in Canada and England Weidenhamer was sent to Italy. He was
badly wounded in battle in mid-September and died of his injuries in November 1944 at age
21. He was buried in the Ancona Military Cemetery, Ancona Italy.

Custodial History:

These records were in the possession of Bea Chapin (née Weidenhamer) following their
creation in the 1940s until they were donated to the S. J. McKee Archives in January 2011.

Scope and Content:

Collection consists of correspondence from Hubert Clayton Weidenhamer to his sister Bea.
The letters begin in the spring of 1943. Weidenhamer had enlisted in the Canadian Army in
January 1943. His letters detail his induction into miltary life in Fort Garry, Winnipeg and his
training experience in Canada, principally at Camp Ipperwash, Lambton County, Ontario. He
relates his experience of travels on leave to Detriot. Weidenhamer left Canada from Halifax in
late 1943 and arrived in Great Britain in December for additional military training. In England,
maintaining his morale, waiting for deployment, and coming to terms with British currency were
challenges. Transferred to the Princess Patricia's Canadian Light Infantry, Weidenhamer was
deployed to Italy in March 1944. The letters dating from March 1944 to September relate in
oblique fashion his's experience of military life on the Italian frontier as the Canadian Army
fought its way north - "hard fighting" - and the impact of the war on Italian cities and the
countryside. He was "proud" of his conduct in action. Weidenhamer's last letter is dated
September 11, 1944.

Collection also includes correspondence on Weidenhamer's behalf from his military Chaplin;
two press clippings dealing with his military career, and several facimiles of telegrams and
correspondence from the Canadian government officials related to Weidenhamer's death and
burial in Italy.

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History /
Biographical:

Fred McGuinness’ public speaking and broadcasting career began after he enrolled at St.
Paul’s College, which was affiliated with the University of Manitoba. From 1943 to 1946,
McGuinness served on the student union’s Public Relations Committee; in 1945, he became
chairman of the Radio Subcommittee working as the Director of the University Radio Series
where he was responsible (i.e., writing, casting, directing) for a half-hour Saturday afternoon
radio programme. That same year, the President of the University of Manitoba recommended
McGuinness as a speaker for the War Finance Committee in the Winnipeg Area.

In 1946, McGuinness moved to Port Arthur to work in public relations with the Wartime Prices
and Trade Board. That same year he married his wife Christine. In 1947, the couple returned
to Winnipeg, when McGuinness took a job as a Public Relations Officer for the National
Employment Service’s Unemployment Insurance Commission (UIC). While employed with the
UIC, McGuinness travelled the summer fair circuit with displays promoting the UIC and its
benefits. During that time, Royal American Shows also hired McGuinness as its Director of
Publicity and Exploitation while the show toured with the fairs on the Canadian prairies.
McGuinness also sold his first manuscript to the CBC in 1947, recording a 14-minute
broadcast titled the “Class A Circuit” about the Royal American tour, after his summer fair
schedule concluded.

McGuinness continued his work with Royal American and the UIC until he accepted a position
with the Saskatchewan government in 1952 to promote its upcoming 1955 golden jubilee. His
experience with the Saskatchewan Jubilee preparations lead to McGuinness being appointed
as a provincial representative to the Canadian Centennial Commission in 1963; an
appointment that had McGuinness delivering speeches provincially and internationally.

After the jubilee, McGuinness accepted a position with The Medicine Hat News in Medicine
Hat, Alberta. During his decade with that newspaper as a journalist and publisher, McGuinness
was heavily involved with the Chamber of Commerce and community service organizations.
His position within the community had him delivering talks to many local groups.

At the beginning of 1966, McGuinness started his new appointment as manager of the newly
formed personnel and information branch for James Richardson and Sons Ltd. whose head
offices were in Winnipeg. At that time McGuinness was developing broadcast scripts for the
CBC in earnest. McGuinness left Richardson and Sons in the fall of 1966 to become the
publisher and vice-president of the Brandon Sun newspaper in Brandon, Manitoba.

In the 1970s, McGuinness was writing copy for CBC’s Radio Noon and Information Radio, as
well as producing Ashgrove Farm, a CBC radio drama. By 1980, McGuinness was hosting the
CBC Radio broadcast Neighborly News from the Prairies. The radio program was cancelled
by the CBC in 1983, but was reincarnated with Altona broadcaster CFAM later that year with
McGuinness at the helm. The radio show ended its run in the summer of 1987. McGuinness
continued working with the CBC, and is popularly known for his work as the prairie essayist for
CBC Radio’s Morningside with Peter Gzowski, a position McGuinness held for 17 years.

During his twenty years with the Sun, McGuinness took an active roll in the community and
cultivated his interest in local history. Consequently he was invited to guest speak and chair
sessions on local history, rural development, and the economy while providing his personal
insights as a newspaper publisher.

In the 1980s and 1990s, McGuinness co-taught an undergraduate journalism class at Brandon
University with English Professor John Blaikie. McGuinness also delivered community
workshops on memoir writing, a past time he continued until shortly before his death in 2011.

Biographical:

Artifacts in this series were collected by Fred McGuinness during the course of his lifetime as
a community volunteer and newspaperman. Beginning in the mid-1930s through the Second
World War, McGuinness worked with the Canadian Pacific Telegraph service in Brandon and
Winnipeg. McGuinness frequently wrote about those early experiences in his newspaper
columns, journals, and monographs.

In the early 1950s, while McGuinness worked as a publicist with the Unemployment Insurance
Commission in Winnipeg, he volunteered with community organizations such as the Winnipeg
Community Chest Drive. From 1953 to 1955, McGuinness worked as an organizer for the
Province of Saskatchewan’s 1955 Golden Jubilee.

After the Saskatchewan Jubilee, McGuinness worked with The Medicine Hat News as a
journalist and publisher from 1955 to 1965. During that time, McGuinness became heavily
involved with the Medicine Hat Chamber of Commerce. His community and business
connections resulted in his appointment as a fundraiser for the Medicine Hat Junior College
Library, a building project intended to see the City established with its own college.

After his work with the Saskatchewan Jubilee, McGuinness was asked to be a Regional
Director for the Canadian Centennial Commission from 1965 to 1967. During that time,
McGuinness returned to his hometown of Brandon in 1966, to start a 20-year career with the
Brandon Sun as a publisher and vice-president. McGuinness’ interest in local history, of which
he often wrote, made him the recipient of local ephemera from his readers.

Custodial History:

Accession 1-2015 contains records created and collected over the course of McGuinness’
career as a newspaper journalist and freelance writer. The Estate of Fred McGuinness
donated the materials to the SJ McKee Archives circa 2011. The Archives accessioned the
records in 2015.
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Scope and Content:

This series contains artifacts collected by Fred McGuinness during the course of his lifetime as
a community volunteer and newspaperman. The artifacts include one telegraph sounder, four
letterpress blocks, five typesetter rulers, two patches, two buttons, one token, one tin box, and
ten sound recordings.

The telegraph sounder and relay system was possibly a gift from Bill Flett, a CPR
superintendent. In his story “Canadian Pacific” published in Letters from Section 17 (1999),
McGuinness mentions receiving a package containing telegraph equipment while he was
working at the Brandon Sun. The tin box in McGuinness’ collection contained copies of
telegraphs announcing the end of the war.

Two letterpress type blocks have the letters “WM” which may represent the initials of Fred
McGuinness’ father William McGuinness. J.R. Langford donated the “Colquhoun and Beattie”
type plate to McGuinness, a known collector of Brandon local history. Mr. Beattie had gifted the
plate to Lanford’s father who worked as a barber in Brandon in 1906. The Brandon Sun
letterpress is likely from the period when McGuinness worked at the Brandon Sun.

The five typesetter rulers come from a variety of typesetter and newspaper companies and
include Teletypesetter (Chicago, IL), 6 Cutting Limited (Montreal, Toronto, Winnipeg),
Mergenthaler Linotype Company (Brooklyn, NY), and The Edmonton Journal.

The two buttons in the collection come from McGuinness’ time as a community-volunteer in
Winnipeg, Manitoba. One button is from the Community Chest Drive, the other button is a
guest badge from the 1953 Provincial Exhibition of Manitoba.

The two patches are from the Saskatchewan Golden Jubilee (1955). Photographs of
Saskatchewan Jubilee events and participants wearing the patch on their blazers can be found
in the McGuinness photograph collection.

McGuinness saved a Medicine Hat College Official Opening Token from October 3, 1971.
McGuinness was likely at the opening as he was originally involved in the establishment of the
junior college in the 1960s.

The sound recordings in McGuinness’ collection largely pertain to centennial events, which
McGuinness helped organize. There is one box set containing four records of the
Saskatchewan Golden Jubilee Choir. Tucked in this volume is an additional record of the
Choir recorded at CKCK, Regina, Saskatchewan. Also stored within the box set was a copy
“Canada, A Centennial Song.”

Biographical:

The publications in this series were collected by Fred McGuinness during the course of his
career as a newspaperman. McGuinness’ personal library contained over 500 volumes
pertaining to local history. He regularly consulted these materials when writing his radio
broadcasts, newspaper columns, and monographs. McGuinness was known to file related
materials (e.g., correspondence, newspaper clippings, invitations) between book covers of
various titles.

McGuinness donated a substantial portion of his personal library to Brandon University’s John
E. Robbins Library when he moved to River Heights Terrace (Brandon, Manitoba). That
collection can be found in BU’s library catalogue under the McGuinness local history collection.
The titles McGuinness retained upon his move were donated to the McKee Archives by his
estate in 2011.

Custodial History:

Accession 1-2015 contains records created and collected over the course of McGuinness’
career as a newspaper journalist and freelance writer. The Estate of Fred McGuinness
donated the materials to the SJ McKee Archives circa 2011. The Archives accessioned the
records in 2015.

History /
Biographical:

EARLE PHILIP FORSHAW

Earle Forshaw was born in Brandon, Manitoba, on 26 September 1927. His mother, Maud
Ethel Forshaw née Hicklings/Hickling (b. 07 April 1901 – d. 26 October 1927) died one month
after Earle’s birth at the age of 26 years. His father, Arthur Hugh Forshaw, married Gertrude
Ethel Fallis two years later and the family would move to Winnipeg in 1932/33.

In 1944, Earle Forshaw graduated from Gordon Bell High School in Winnipeg, Manitoba. He
worked as a meatpacker with Swift Canada, a subsidiary of Swift Meatpacking Company,
Chicago. Earle remained with the company until his retirement in 1984, by which time he was a
branch manager of the Swift branch in Ottawa, Ontario. Earle moved back to Manitoba in
1985, first living in Winnipeg before settling in the resort community of Matlock, situated in the
southernmost part of the Village of Dunnottar on the southwestern shore of Lake Winnipeg.

Earle Forshaw was married three times. He married Elizabeth “Betty” Anne Hamilton on 05
May 1951 in Winnipeg, Manitoba. They had one son, Tom. The Winnipeg Free Press
published the couple’s divorce decree on 21 December 1970. Earle married Margaret Clara
Veale née Cousins (b. 19 August 1928, Winnipeg – d. 10 September 1998) that same year.
They would remain married until Margaret’s cancer-related death in 1998. The following year,



The following year,
Earle married Joyce Wilson née Mutton in Ontario on 28 December 1999. They currently
reside in Matlock, Manitoba.

Like his father and grandfather, Earle Philip Forshaw is a Free Mason. He received a 33rd
degree membership in the Ancient and Accepted Scottish Right (honorary degree), a position
he has held for more than 50 years. Earle has received two medals from the Free Mason’s for
his half century of service to the society. Earle is also a Shriner and a member of the Royal
Order of Scotland.

ARTHUR HUGH FORSHAW

Arthur Hugh “Hughie” Forshaw (b. 09 July 1899, Lancashire, England – d. 02 June 1976,
Winnipeg) enlisted with the Canadian Expeditionary Force Overseas 181st Battalion on 21
March 1916 in Brandon, Manitoba. Although he claimed to be 18 years old at the time of
enlistment,* his attestation papers stated he was not to head overseas until he was 19 years of
age.

*It appears Pte. Forshaw may have lied about his age when he enlisted. According to the
Lancashire Anglican Parish Registers (Preston, England), Arthur Hugh Forshaw was born 09
July 1899 in the Skelmersdale Parish in Lancashire, England, not on 02 June 1898 as stated
on his attestation papers.

At the time of enlistment, Hugh lived with his family in Brandon, Manitoba, residing at 126 –
22nd Street. The 1916 Canadian Census lists his father, John, as a carpenter who had
immigrated to Canada in 1905. Arthur and his mother, Sarah Forshaw née Edden, immigrated
the following year and the Forshaw’s would have at least three more children, Rohda/Rhoda
Elizabeth (b. 27 June 1908), Phylip/Philip Roy (b. 24 January 1911), and Irene Margaret (b.
1916).

After the war, Henderson’s Brandon City Directories list Arthur Hugh as a clerk at the Union
Bank of Canada in Brandon. By 1925, Hugh was working as a clerk with Imperial Oil.
According to his obituary, he would remain with the company for 37 years; he was a supervisor
before retiring in 1960.

Hugh married Maud Ethel Hickling (b. 07 April 1901 – d. 26 October 1927) in Brandon,
Manitoba on 22 November 1922. The couple had two sons, John “Jack” Hugh (b. 05 May
1923, Brandon – d. 17 May 1962, Winnipeg) and Earle Phillip, (b. 26 September 1927,
Brandon). A month after Earle’s birth, Maud passed away at the age of 26 and was interred in
the Brandon Municipal Cemetery.

Hugh remarried on 10 August 1929 to Gertrude Ethel Fallis (b. 14 July 1908, R.M. Glenwood –
d. 04 July 1994, Winnipeg) in Glenwood, Manitoba. The family moved to Winnipeg in 1933,
where Hugh and his wife settled.

Hugh, like his father John, was a member of the Free Mason’s society and became a 32nd
degree mason. He was a member of the Capitol Lodge AF and AM GRM No.136 and the
Ancient and Accepted Scottish Right of Free Masonry Khartum Shrine Temple. He was also
one of the five original members of the Khartum Shrine Orchestra.

Arthur “Hughie” Hugh Forshaw passed away on 02 June 1976 in Winnipeg, Manitoba, at the
age of 76 years. He is interred alongside his second wife Gertrude in the Thomson in the Park
Cemetery, Winnipeg.
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Custodial History:

Records in this collection were in the possession of Earle and Joyce Forshaw before they
were submitted to local historian Jack Stothard. Stothard, in turn, donated the materials to the
SJ McKee Archives in 2012. The Archives accessioned the records in 2013.

The collection consists of two books/folios and three photographs (copies). The two
folios/books are pictorial works about early Brandon, Manitoba.

Collegiate Institute, The Convent [St. Michael’s Academy], Central School, Park School;
Brandon Hospital and Nurses’ Home; Residential Brandon Looking West; Residence of
W.G.A. Watson, Residence of Robert Kerr, Brandon Club, Residence of William Ferguson,
Residence of E.L. Christie; Baptist Church, Methodist Church, St. Paul’s Presbyterian Church,
St. Mary’s Church, St. Augustine’s Church; John E. Smith Block, Canadian Bank of
Commerce, Cecil Hotel, The Sun, Corner of 10th Street and Rosser Avenue; Rosser Avenue
from the Post Office [facing east], Union Bank of Canada; City Hall; Experimental Farm,
Brandon [facing north]; Experimental Farm Brandon [facing south]; Fourth Proceeding
Threshing Wheat by Electric Power on Farm of G.A. Patterson, Near Brandon; Farm Scenes
Near Brandon: First Proceeding in Farming in the Canadian North West – Plowing, Second
Proceeding – Sowing Wheat, Third Proceeding – Reaping, Field of Wheat Near Brandon,
Ready for Threshing, $5 Bushels to the Acre; and Court House

The three colour photocopies are reproductions of photographs of the City of Brandon’s 181st
Battalion Band circa 1916 – 1917. Earle Forshaw’s father, Arthur Forshaw (#865277), was a
bandsman who played both the violin and trumpet with the 181st Battalion and is pictured in
each of the photographs.

The photograph (13-2013.1) is of an 11-member chamber group featuring a female cellist and
female vocalist. A.H. Forshaw is on the left-hand side of the back row wearing a military
uniform with Canadian general service collar badges and holding a violin under his arm.

The photograph (13-2013.2) is of the 23-member 181st Battalion band. All the members are in
uniform and sporting the 181st Battalion Cap badge. A.H. Forshaw is standing second from
the right in the second row and holding a trumpet.

The photograph (13-2013.3) is of the 181st Battalion band at the Brandon Exposition in 1916
at the Summer Fair Grounds and grandstand.

Phylip Forshaw’s birth is registered under “Philip Roy Fershaw” in the
Manitoba Vital Statistics Database. Maud Ethel Hicklings [sic.] death is
registered in Manitoba Vital Statistics Database but her tombstone in the
Brandon Municipal Cemetery reads “Hickling.” Rohda [sic.] Elizabeth
Forshaw’s birth is registered in the Manitoba Vital Statistics Database
and her name is spelled as such in the 1916 Canadian Census, however,
the Winnipeg Free Press obituary (03 June 1976) for Arthur Hugh
Forshaw spells her name “Rhoda.”

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History /
Biographical:

Reverend Elijah Daniel Pound (1881 – 1931) was a Brandon College alumnus and pioneer
Baptist missionary tasked with opening the largest and most northern Baptist mission fields at
Swan River and Bowsman, Manitoba.

Elijah D. Pound was born August 16, 1881, in Bayham Elgin County, Ontario, the second son
of John and Rhoda Pound. Both Elijah and his brother, Orlo Lydia (b. February 12, 1880 – d.
September 11,1916), were trained in cabinetmaking but Elijah left the trade to enter the
ministry, first at Woodstock Baptist College and then at Brandon College.

Pound was a student and boarder at Brandon College from 1910 to 1916 and again in the
1918-19 academic year. Brandon College registration cards identify Pound as an Arts student
in 1912-13 and as a Theology student from 1913 onwards. On his Canadian Expeditionary
Force (CEF) attestation papers, Pound identified the Brandon College COTC as his prior
military experience.

Pound’s name was listed in a Brandon Daily Sun article (26 April 1916) about five college
students - Wallace Donogh, Norman McDonald, Frank Noble, James Rowell, and Herbert
Staines – who withdrew from Brandon College examinations to head to Winnipeg to enlist with
the 11th Field Ambulance Corps. Pound was reported to be joining them four days later.

In the interim, Pound married Bessie Lavinia Tolton (b. November 26, 1893 – d. August 11,
1987) on April 27, 1916, at her family home in Oak Lake, Manitoba. They would later have four
children: John Henry Pound, Alberta Pound (Stevenson), Norman Elijah Pound, and Ernestine
Pound. Pound’s best man was Brandon College’s COTC officer Sergeant Frederick Julian.
Pound and his wife entrained to Winnipeg for a short honeymoon before he departed for
service overseas. He formerly enlisted (regimental # 531794) with the 11th Field Ambulance
Division in St. Vital, Manitoba, on May 1, 1916.

During the war, Pound’s field ambulance cohort remained in contact while overseas and would
often submit updates about each other to the Brandon College Quill; it was in The Quill that
Pound was reported wounded and later invalided home. Pound was discharged from the CEF
in May of 1918 after being deemed medically unfit.

After being invalided home, Elijah Pound was eligible to have his college expenses covered
through the Department of Soldiers’ Civil Re-Establishment Invalided Soldiers’ Commission.
He returned to Brandon College to complete his theology degree.

Prior to the war, Pound worked as a student Baptist preacher in the summers between
College terms. In 1912, he preached in the district around Emmaville, northwest of North
Battleford, Saskatchewan. After graduation, Pound became a travelling Baptist minister and
lived in the Bowsman River (now Bowsman, Manitoba) parsonage with his family in the 1920s.
He preached in the communities of Swan River, Bowsman River, Birch River, Lady Hubble,
and Lenswood and was reported to have four other appointments in the Swan Valley. He also
did missionary work north of Boswman with the fishermen, lumbermen, and Aboriginals. This
territory was considered the largest and most northern Baptist mission field in Manitoba.

Rev. Elijah D. Pound passed away on February 11, 1931, at Deer Lodge Hospital in Winnipeg
following a kidney cancer diagnosis (hypernephroma). The Winnipeg Free Press (14 February
1931) reported his funeral service would be held at the Broadway Baptist Church on February
14th followed by an interment at Brookside Cemetery (Plot D2-0661-0). Another Brandon
College alumnus, Reverend Evan McDonald Whidden, was in attendance at Pound’s funeral
as part of the contingent of Winnipeg Baptist ministers.

After his death, the Pound Memorial Baptist Church was opened in Bowsman, Manitoba. The
formal dedication was held on November 8, 1931, with Rev. Dr. Litch, superintendent of the
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formal dedication was held on November 8, 1931, with Rev. Dr. Litch, superintendent of the
Manitoba Baptist mission, and the Rev. and Mrs. Smith among the 200 participants in
attendance. At the opening, Pound’s widow gifted the Memorial Church with its communion
table.

Custodial History:

The collection of digital images are from the Rev. E.D. Pound’s family photo album titled,
“1920 to 1930; Rev. E.D. Pound and Family; Bowsman River, Manitoba; Pictures of Family,
Local Church Members & Friends, Lumbering, Fishing, & Travel.” The photographs are in the
possession Rev. E.D. Pound’s granddaughter, Patricia Ann Pound Holl of Winnipeg,
Manitoba, who is the daughter of Pound’s third child Norman Elijah Pound. The records were
passed down to her through the family.

Ann Pound Holl visited Brandon on September 9, 2014, to see the exhibition “Brandon
College and the Great War” (September 1, 2014 to December 23, 2014) on display in the
Tommy McLeod Curve Gallery at Brandon University’s John E. Robbins Library. The
photographs in this collection were digitized that day. Ann’s grandfather, E.D. Pound, was
referenced in a letter on display from the Department of Soldiers’ Civil Re-Establishment
Invalided Soldiers’ Commission (dated February 17th, 1919) [RG1 Series 11 Military Training
Box 1 File 14] as well as listed in the College’s new nominal roll. She brought with her her
grandfather’s photo album, copies of E.D. Pound’s papers, and the Tolton Family self-
publication “The Two Who Made Us Tell” written by Lillian Tolton Smith.
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Scope and Content:

The collection consist of copies of Rev. E.D. Pound’s marriage, enlistment, and death records;
copies of newspaper clippings pertaining to Pound’s marriage and death; and digital copies
of photographs originally taken while Rev. Pound worked as a traveling Baptist missionary in
the Swan Valley mission field.

DIGITAL IMAGES

The digital images were selected from the Rev. E.D. Pound’s family photo album titled, “1920
to 1930; Rev. E.D. Pound and Family; Bowsman River, Manitoba; Pictures of Family, Local
Church Members & Friends, Lumbering, Fishing, & Travel” and pertain to Rev. Pound’s
marriage in 1916 before serving overseas with the field ambulance division and his life after
the war in northern Manitoba as a travelling Baptist minister in the 1920s. Northern Manitoba
images consist of scanned photographs depicting the Bowsman River parsonage and
congregation, the Lenswood School congregation, the Birch River Pioneer Store, winter
logging and fishing activities, Rev. Pound performing baptisms and open air services, and the
Pound Memorial Baptist Church.

TEXTUAL RECORDS

The textual records in the collection pertain to Rev. Pound’s marriage in 1916, enlistment in the
Great War, and death in 1931. Marriage records include copies of Pound-Tolton’s 1916
marriage certificate, wedding photographs, and newspaper clippings announcing the
marriage.

History /
Biographical:

Professor John Weldon Grant was born 12 March 1919 in Sunnybrae, Nova Scotia, son of
Alec and Linda Grant. He was raised in Sunnybrae and graduated from Pictou Academy in
1937. Prof. Grant entered Pine Hill Divinity School to study Theology. During his ministerial
internship, he taught and preached in Rabbit Lake and Biggar, Saskatchewan. He graduated
from Pine Hill in 1943 and entered the mission field with the United Church.

Professor Grant moved to Trinidad & Tobago in the 1940s. There he taught in both San
Fernando and Siparia, towns located in the southwest tip of the island. Weldon Grant was the
first head master off the Iere High School School in Siparia when it opened in 1955. Professor
Grant is recalled by Kenneth Ramchand in his _The West Indian Novel And Its Background_ as
“his beloved English teacher” reading from an early Sam Selvon novel in a “Saskatchewan
version of Trinidad dialect.” That he was teaching Selvon – a West Indian writer - testifies to
Grant’s cultural pluralism. See Kenneth Ramchaud, _The West Indian Novel and its
bachground_ (London: Faber and Faber, 2001 edition).

Professor Grant and Bernice Emma Moats were married in Gray, Saskatchewan 30 June
1954. They adopted three children in Nova Scotia and returned to Trinidad.

In 1961, the Grants returned to Canada. Weldon taught for one year at Vincent Massey High
School and then joined the English Department at Brandon University where he taught in the
English department until his retirement on August 31, 1984.

During a sabbatical he spent six months exploring Ireland and the poets that had been inspired
by its countryside. He also loved stories of the sea and read many varied authors, both factual
and fiction.

Custodial History:

Records were collected by Weldon Grant during his teaching career in Trinidad and Canada.
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Scope and Content:

In the course of his teaching career in Trinidad & Tobego and at Brandon University Professor
Grant acquired and retained a number of items with cultural, scholarly and sentimental value.

History /
Biographical:

Francis (Eugene) Chaplin, violinist, was born in Newcastle, NB on Dec. 30th, 1927 and died in
Brandon, MB on Dec. 3rd, 1993. He received his Artist Diploma from the Juilliard School in
1950, a Graduate Diploma from Juilliard in 1951, and an honorary D Mus from Mt Allison
University in 1974. His childhood musical education began with Hans Graae in Newcastle,
continued with Clayton Hare from 1940-45 at Mount Allison Academy in Sackville, NB and by
private study in Calgary. His debut, at age 16 in Toronto, was described as brilliant. He
continued at the Juilliard School as a full scholarship student with Louis Persinger 1946-49 and
Ivan Galamian 1949-53, and upon graduation received the Morris Loeb Memorial Award. He
moved in 1953 to Halifax, where he was concertmaster of the CBC Halifax Orchestra and the
Halifax (Atlantic) Symphony Orchestra. Chaplin gave weekly recitals for Halifax CBC radio and
later on national CBC TV's Souvenirs and Reflections programs. He appeared as recitalist
and as soloist with major orchestras in Toronto, Calgary, Edmonton, Regina, Quebec City,
Hamilton and Halifax, and at the New York Museum of Modern Art. He was a member of the
Halifax (later Brandon University) Trio and the Halifax String Quartet. The trio moved to
Brandon University in 1966 and Chaplin began teaching violin and viola there in 1967. He
continued as a member of the School of Music faculty until his death. Among his pupils were
James Ehnes, Gwen Hoebig, Tom Williams, and other accomplished violinists. Chaplin
recorded for the CBC with the Brandon Trio, and with Judy Loman and the Johnny Burt
orchestra. In 1984 Chaplin recorded 10 Caprices for Solo Violin by S.C. Eckhardt-Gramatte
for the Masters of the Bow label; he also edited an edition of the Caprices (Brandon University
School of Music Press, 1993). Chaplin died from smoke inhalation following a house fire. -
Biographical information taken from the Canadian Encyclopedia

The books were originally collected by Oscar Gallis in Winnipeg. After his death the collection
of books were gathered by his nephew Bruce Sarbit and brought to Brandon where the books
were stored at the Sarbit residence. On September 25, 2007 Mr. Sarbit donated the collection
to the McKee Archives at Brandon University.

Scope and Content:

Collection consists twenty two socialist and Marxist inspired texts many published by the
Charles H. Kerr Company Publishers, noted for its role in the distribution of Marxist texts in
North America. Authors represented include Karl Marx, Friedrick Engels, Karl Kautsky, Lenin,
Antonio Labriola, Wilhelm Liebknecht, and Paul Lafargue. The titles in this collection represent
a cross-section of the type of literature acquired by labour activists in Winnipeg's working class
community in the early decades of the twentieth century.

Scope and Content:

Accession 1-2008 (32 cm textual records and 1 map; 1906-1916; predominant 1909-1915).
As mayor, city Alderman and prominent city businessman, J.H. Hughes came into possession
of many city government, civic, and business records during the first decade and a half of the
twentieth century.

The accession consists of city records, information on contemporary city utility services and
companies including tenders for the construction of the Brandon street railway, documents
concerning grain elevators, lumber production, newspaper clippings, as well as personal and
city correspondence - including a proposal from the Canadian Northern Railway to construct
the Prince Edward Hotel.

Accession 6-2009 (2.26 m textual records; 1882-1920). Records in the accession deal with
the business affairs of Hughes & Company. Accession also contains records related to the
personal affairs of J.H. Hughes.

Records from 1882-1889; predominant 1882 include: business corresondence. Much of the
correspondence is between Hughes and his business associates T.T. Atkinson and Mr.
Kennedy at Rat Portage in Ontario. Mr. Bambridge, who ran the Souris Yard is also mentioned
frequently. There is also corresopndence related to the Reid Farm, Hughes' first commercial
faming venture. Various documents are concerned with J.H. Ashtown Hardware, the Manitoba
Government Immigration and Intellegence Office, Butler Paper & Co., Canadian Pacific Rail,
Boston and Maine Rail, Keewatin Mills, Charmichael Clothing, The Hudson's Bay Company
and the City of Brandon

Records from 1889-1893 include: financial records including debts owed to or by J.H. Hughes
& Company; correspondence between the company and partners and employees regarding
the running of the lumber company in Brandon, Souris, Rat Portage and Rainy River (shipping
of goods, camp supplies, maintenance of mills, ordering of goods, trade with other lumber
companies); legal records pertaining to litigation regarding debts; correspondence with the
Department of the Interior, the Department of Crown Lands, and the Department of Indian
Affairs; correspondence regarding real estate in Brandon and land sales in the various regions
of the lumber and grain company's operation; correspondence between J.H. Hughes and his
borthers A.J. Hughes, Charles B. Hughes, his cousin J.R. Hughes and his father J.C. Hughes
regarding both business and personal matters. Also includes telegraphs, postcards, magazine
subscriptions, and Masonic brochures.

Records from 1893-1895 include: business correspondence between Hughes & Atkinson Co.
and lumber supliers in Ontario and the midwestern United States. The records deal with the
activities of the company, including payment of accounts, ordering and shipping of lumber and
lumber related goods.

Records from 1897-1901 include: business letters, postcards, telegrams and memorandum of
the Hughes and Long Lumber Company.

Records from 1907, 1913-1915; predominant 1914 include: business correspondence,
product information and legal correspondence generated and/or recieved during business
activities. There are also a series of miscellaneous files containing material related to Brandon
municipal politics.
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municipal politics.

Records from 1915 include: business and personal correspondence to Hughes & Company
pertaining to the J.H. Hughes Lumber Co. and farming ventures in Saskatchewan.

Records from 1911-1920; predominant 1919 include: business receipts and correspondence
of Hughes & Company under the management of Willard C. Hughes, as well as family
correspondence that is both personal and business-related. Business activities are largely
related to the company's rental property in Brandon and farms in south eastern Saskatchewan,
including Storybooks, ASK. It also includes some correspondence related to the Brandon
Board of Trade and Civics (Willed Hughes was Chairman of the Power Committee). Records
also include correspondence urging the province to construct an electrical transmission line to
Brandon from Winnipeg, the possibility of a detachment of the Royal North West Mounted
Police re-locating to Brandon, the operation of the Soldiers Re-Settlement Board, and the
vacating of the Winter Fair building, which had been used to house interned World War I
prisoners starting in the spring of 1915. References to the Winnipeg General Strike of 1919
and the Teamsters Strike in Brandon of 1919 also occur in the correspondence.

Notes: Accession 21-2008 was processed and described as part of a
Historiography class assignment in September and October 2008. The
fonds was broken down into smaller components (1-3 boxes of records)
spanning a few years and each student was assigned all the records in a
particular time frame.

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History /
Biographical:

Maureen Johnson (nee Sills) was born in Brandon, MB in 1936 and grew up in western
Manitoba. She spent three years in Ethiopia (1958-1961) and two years in Houston, Texas
before taking up permanent residence in Winnipeg, MB. She attended Brandon College in
1953-1954, living in the Tower Room of Clark Hall.

From 1960-1979, Johnson raised her family, volunteered in the St. Vital community and was
Secretary to the Manitoba Schools Science Symposium (1973-1977). She worked in the
Office of the President at the University of Manitoba from 1980 to 1996.

Johnson is a visual artist and photographer, and is a member of the Winnipeg Sketch Club,
Manitoba Society of Artists and Winnipeg South Photo Club. Her work is on permanent display
at Medea Gallery (www.medeagallery.ca) where she has been a member since 1985. She
also has work in the Rental Program at the Winnipeg Art Gallery.

Custodial History:

The original photographs in accession 10-2009 are in the custody of Maureen Johnson in
Winnipeg, MB. Copies were digitally scanned by Johnson and sent to the Archives in March
2009. The 1921 photographs of Brandon College students were given to Johnson by Eileen
McKenzie, her aunt, who attended Brandon College at that time. The photos of Sarah Persis
Darrach (Johnson's great-aunt and maternal grandmother's sister) are from her family albums.

All of the records in accession 14-2009, except for the 1920 Quill and the Clark Hall Rules
1912, were collected by Johnson during her time at Brandon College. The Quill issue belonged
to Johnson's aunt Eileen McKenzie, a student at Brandon College in the early 1920s. The
records were in Johnson's possession at her home until their donation to the McKee Archives
in May 2009.

Scope and Content:

Accession 10-2009 consists of seventeen digital photographs. Seven photographs are of
Sarah Persis Darrach (nee Johnson), taken primarily during her time as a nursing sister during
World War I. Two photographs are of Eileen McKenzie. The remaining photographs depict
students and student activities at Brandon College in the early 1920s.

Accession 14-2009 consists of a copy of the sound recording and program for Mr. College
Spirit, a musical comedy presented by the Brandon College Literary Board and written by
James Struthers and Kenneth Gunning. Accession also includes fifteen photographs from
1953-1954, when Johnson attended Brandon College. Subjects include: Freshie King and
Queen; Graduation Banquets (1955, 1956); senior and lady sticks; Jim Casey Trophy; Grand
March 1954; Capettes basketball team 1954; Glee Club 1953; Variety Night - Men's Chorus;
Caps Football Team; Caps Hockey Team 1954; Cheerleaders 1954; Caps Basketball 1954;
and Touques.

Textual records include graduation banquet and commencement programs, news clippings,
programs for Variety Night and Be Your Age, a list of football cheers and a copy of the Fall
Number of the 1920 Quill. Textual records also include two color photocopies: Clark Hall Rules
1912 and Johnson's Arts and Science Departments, Brandon College Registration card.
