She attended Chain Lakes School and Hartney High School prior to completing Bachelor of
Arts and Bachelor of Education degrees at the University of Manitoba. Following her
graduation, More taught in various Manitoba schools for fifty years. In addition, she was a
member of the Manitoba Education Association, the Manitoba Library Association, the Turtle
Mountain Teachers' Association (of which she was the first President), and the Manitoba
Teachers' Society, which nominated her for a Life Mmembership. Janet Louisa May More
retired in 1967, and resided in Winnipeg, Manitoba until her death.
