Biographical:
The Brandon Daily Sun (26 May 1924, 16) reported the annual church parade of Brandon
Lodge 173 Sons of England was held on Sunday, May 25, 1924. The Brandon City Band lead
the parade with H.J. Barter, P.P., serving as parade marshal. Over 100 members paraded to
St. Mary's Church. Representatives from a variety of lodges participated, including Alexander,
Neepawa, Souris, Wawanesa, and Lodge Carpenter Juveniles.

Scope and Content:
