April 1926, Brandon) was considered one of
Brandon’s pioneer dentists. Dickson immigrated to Canada in 1857, where he lived in
Hamilton, Ontario, for a number of years. Dickson then came to Manitoba and operated a
grocery in Chater before he studied dentistry, graduating from the University of Minnesota in
1886. Dickson settled in Brandon where he married Anna Louise Harrison on 28 December
1891.

Oct 1981, Saratoga, NY]; Dr. John Harrison Dickson [b. 26 Aug 1894, Brandon; d. 17 June
1956, Killarney]; Dr. Stanley Rodgers Dickson [b. 18 Feb 1896, Brandon; d. 25 July 1963,
Brandon]; and Mrs. Emile Baldeschweiler [Isobel Marion Coates, b. 13 Nov 1900, Brandon;
