The city had 34 electric fire
alarm boxes and 114 fire hydrants. The pumping station had a capacity of 3.5 million gallons in
24 hours. By 1913, the Brandon Fire Department had 19 permanent employees on its roster
and added 2 more horses as well as an 80 horsepower combination motor truck.
