Joseph Donaldson's Ltd. Food Market appears in the Henderson's Brandon City Directory
from 1906 to 1929. Donaldson's main meat/butcher shop was located at 813 Rosser Avenue.
A second branch was opened by 1914 at 228 Rosser Avenue but relocated to 654 Tenth
Street by 1917. The branch relocated by 1921 to 662 Tenth Street where it remained until
ca.1929. This address was referred to as the "Busy Corner" in the Henderson's Directory. In
1931, butcher Ted Hill appears to have taken over the Donaldson's establishments.
