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History /
Biographical:

Ivan Richard Day was born on May 17, 1911 in Dand, MB. He lived and farmed in the Dand
area his entire life. lvan married Wilma Mildred Sutton (1909-2004) on October 1, 1936 in
Winnipeg, MB. Together they had three sons: David, Garfield and John. lvan was very
interested in co-operative movements and was active with the local Manitoba Pool Elevator,
the Dand Consolidated School, the Harntey Credit Union and Co-op Implements. lvan Day
died on May 5, 1982 in Deloraine Memorial Hospital. He is buried at Deloraine Cemetery.
