Angus Sellers McPherson, son of Hugh and Margaret (Sellers) McPherson, was born March 1,
1884 in Brandon Hills, MB. He died on September 5, 1953 in Brandon, MB. Angus married
Ethel Pentland on July 16, 1913. Together they had three sons: Howard Johnston McPherson
(m. Jessie Walsh); Alfred Angus Murray McPherson (m. Margaret Raven); and Kenneth
George McPherson (m. Mary Spratt).

Ethel (Pentland) McPherson was born May 7, 1890 to Thomas (T.J.) and Annie Isabel
(McVety) Pentland. Raised at Justice, MB, Ethel was agraduate of the Winnipeg Normal
School; she taught for a number of years at Orange Hall and Brandon Hills. After her husband's
death, Ethel remained on the family farm with her sons until she moved to Brandon in 1957.
She died on September 20, 1976, in Brandon, MB.

Johnston McPherson, son of Hugh and Margaret (Sellers) McPherson, was born February 7,
1879 in Nova Scotia. He died on September 17, 1966 in Brandon, MB (Johnston McPherson
was the last of the original party that settled the Brandon Hills). From 1896 until 1914, he
farmed at Brandon Hills. Johnston married Ella Harvey McKay on July 26, 1918. They had no
children.

Ella Harvey McKay, daughter of Simon and Sarah McKay, was born September 5, 1885 at
Brandon Hills. Her family moved to Alberta and then British Columbia sometime after her birth.
Ella worked in Trail, B.C. for Consolidated Mining and Smelting, before her marriage to
Johnston "Jack" McPherson. She died on November 25, 1971 in Brandon, MB.

Harriet (Hattie) McPherson Morrison, daughter of Hugh and Margaret (Sellers) McPherson,
was born at Watervale, NS in 1877. She attended Brandon Hills and Central School in
Brandon before receiving her teacher training; she taught school at Chatfield and Dunrea.
Hattie married Robert Morrison at Brandon Hills in 1920 and together they had two children:
Robert Morrison Jr. (m. Lila Berdux) and Margaret Morrison (m. George Walton). The family
owned a farm at Rounthwaite until 1964, at which point Hattie and Robert moved to Brandon.
Hattie died in Brandon, MB in 1965.

Biographical:

In November 1966, McGuinness was hired as vice-president to the Brandon Sun. He moved to
Brandon with his family and had a career with the paper until his death in 2011. During his
years with the Sun, McGuinness wrote a tri-weekly “Sunbeams” (sometimes spelled “Sun
Beams”) column using the nom-de-plume F.A. [Fifth And] Rosser. Sunbeams was similar to
McGuinness’ “Lighthouse” column for The Medicine Hat News; commenting on a variety of
current events, Sunbeams also included book reviews, local events, and reminiscences.

Upon his retirement in January 1987, McGuinness was made publisher emeritus of the
Brandon Sun. A week after his retirement, he began writing a new column for the Sun, called
the “Diary.” Initially a bi-weekly column, which was made into a weekly column in 2009,
McGuinness continued writing the “Diary” until his hospitalization in 2010. The Diary column
was primarily a historical retrospective of Brandon, although it also touched on broader topics
of interest to McGuinness during the time period.

Fred McGuinness was a sessional lecturer in the English Department at Brandon University in
Brandon, Manitoba where he co-taught an introductory undergraduate course in journalism with
English Professor John Blaikie. Although McGuinness had 30 years experience as a journalist,
editor, publisher, and freelance writer, as well as an extensive public speaking career, the
partnering was necessary because he did not have a graduate degree, a qualification
necessary for teaching in a university setting. In addition to his professional experience,
McGuinness was also an avid reader on topics about the process of writing and the publishing
of popular writing.

McGuinness likely began teaching his journalism course at Brandon University in 1983 and
continued until 1990, possibly 1996. McGuinness often referenced his class when writing his
Neighborly News column. A portion of McGuinness’ course involved analyzing and debating
current events from newspaper headlines. McGuinness emphasized the importance of clean
copy, spelling, and grammar with his editing assignments.

These records were produced between 1989 and 1990, the researching and writing period for

The Chronicle of Canada monograph. Published in 1990 by Chronicle Publications (Montreal
and Paris), the Chronicle of Canada is an approximately eight-pound, 980-page hard cover
book, containing illustrations, photographs, and maps.

The premise of the Chronicle of Canada was to tell the social history of Canada in a
journalistic style from the dawn of the dinosaurs to present day (July 1, 1990). Historical events
were presented as short journalistic articles following a timeline.

Fred McGuinness was asked to be a contributor to the Chronicle of Canada in the summer of
1989. The writing assignment lasted six-months. Fred received, via courier every Monday, a
writing package containing a computer diskette and a list of assigned stories to be completed
within the week. The stories were researched, written, and saved onto the diskette, which was
couriered back to Montreal on the Friday. The length of each article ranged from 100 to 500
words. The rate of pay for each article was $1.00 per line.

The editors of the Chronicle of Canada estimated their publication would contain 3,000
articles. McGuinness was assigned the majority of the prairie articles, which the editors
estimated to be around 500 to 600 stories. It is possible to determine which articles
McGuinness contributed to the project from the weekly period assignments and invoices.

Custodial History:

Records were collected and created by McGuinness during the writing phase of the
monograph Chronicle of Canada. The materials were donated to the SJ McKee Archives by
the Estate of Fred McGuinness circa 2011. The Archives accessioned the records in 2015.

Scope and Content:

Fred McGuinness was a man who always seemed to hold down multiple jobs. As a university
student, McGuinness worked as CPR telegrapher and then as a public speaker for the War
Finance Committee’s War Bond drive. When he was employed with the Unemployment
Insurance Commission to promote the program and its services, McGuinness also picked up a
contract with the Royal American Shows during the summer fair tour. While working at the
Brandon Sun as its editor and vice president, McGuiness was also a regular contributor to
CBC radio and Reader’s Digest magazine. He also sessionally taught a journalism course to
undergraduates at Brandon University.

Once McGuinness retired from the Brandon Sunin 1987, he continued writing his syndicated
column for the prairie weeklies and started writing his Diary column for the Sun. During that
time he continued to co-author several monographsm abd later he consulted with Brandon
University's WESTARC Group and continued to be heavily involved in rural economic
development issues. He worked as a writing consultant for Industry Canada from 1996 to
2000, promoting the Community Access Program (CAP); this initiative involved introducing the
internet into rural communities, particularly in public libraries and community centres.

Hugh McPherson was born January 25, 1845 at West River, Nova Scotia. He married
Margaret Esther Sellers (b. March 18, 1849 at Six Mile Brook, Nova Scotia) on February 5,
1875 at Six Mile Brook, Nova Scotia. The couple moved to Brandon Hills, MB c. 1880.
Together they had four children: Georgina (Georgie) Jane; Harriet (Hattie); Johnston (Jack);
and Angus.

The couple lived at Watervale, NS until they moved to Manitoba with the Brandon Hills settlers.
Hugh travelled to Brandon Hills with the Roddick group in 1879, leaving his wife and three
childrenin Nova Scotia. He selected the N.E. 1/4 of section 10, township 9, range 18 as his
homestead. Margaret and the children joined Hugh in 1880.

Situated as it was just north of the river and slightly to the east of the end of the hills, the
McPherson home became a sopttin house for travellers from the south making their way to and
from Grand Valley and later Brandon. The family records show that literally scores of people
stayed with the family during the early years. The fee charged for a meal for the driver plus feed
for a team was thirty-five cents. Nellie McClung later described the farm and the stopping-
house in one of her early books.

Hugh McPherson died at Brandon Hills, MB on March 7, 1916. Margaret Esther Sellers
McPherson died at Brandon Hills, MB on July 13, 1935.

In the fall of 1892, Margaret's brother, Angus Sellers and his family arrived at the McPherson
home. Included in this part was Margaret's two sisters Jessie Murray and Libby Sellers. The
Sellers family remained with the McPherson's until mid-summer of 1893, when they moved to
their new farm at Bunclody.

In 1902, after the death of his wife Blanche, Arthur Prowse accepted Margaret McPherson's
offer to foster his daughters Winnie and Kitty. The girls stayed with the McPherson's until their
marriages; Winnie to Alex Brown and Kitty to Frank Allbright.

During the Great Depression, Fred McGuinness launched his career with the Brandon Sun as
a paper career beginning in 1933. His route had him delivering papers in Brandon’s downtown
core, to many of the city’s, now, historic or demolished buildings. Four years later he was
employed in the city working for CPR telegraphs as a messenger and then as an operator.
These early Brandon experiences weaved their way into McGuinness’ newspaper columns, his
broadcasts, and his books. In turn, McGuinness’ readers shared with him their own memories
about Brandon and its local history.

McGuinness was passionate about the social history of regional communities and the province
as a whole. In the 1970s, McGuinness was instrumental in helping to establish the Rural
Resource Centre, the predecessor to Brandon University's SJ McKee Archives. He co-
authored several monographs about Manitoba’s social history with Brandon University
Professor Ken Coates and published a pictorial history about Brandon. He was also a
community booster and was consulted to serve on, promote and write about local, provincial
and rural development initiatives.

These records were produced between 1986 and 1987, the researching and writing period for
the book Manitoba: The Province & The People. Published in 1987 by Hurtig Publishers
(Edmonton), Manitoba is a 203-page hard cover book, containing 2 maps, and 58 images.

BU faculty members Dr. Kenneth “Ken” Stephen Coates, Assistant Professor of History, and
Mr. Fred McGuinness, Lecturer in Journalism, authored the book. Assisting the writers was a
research team of three BU history students: Diane Fowler, Rob McGarva, and Bruce Stadfeld.
All three students were former research assistants for The Pride of the Land monograph.

The authors cover 117 years of Manitoba social history, starting with the Red River Settlement
and the Dominion of Canada expansion in the 1870s, followed by the war years, and the
emergence of modern, contemporary Manitoba.

Custodial History:

Records were collected and created by McGuinness, Coates, and the research students
during the creation of the book, Manitoba: The Province & The People. The materials were
donated to the McKee Archives by the Estate of Fred McGuinness circa 2011. The Archives
accessioned the records in 2015.

Scope and Content:

The subseries consists of textual records, created and collected during the production of the
monograph Manitoba: The Province & The People. It includes copies of newspaper articles
from newspapers (such as the Brandon Sun, Brandon Daily Sun, Winnipeg Free Press, and
Saturday Night), copies of journal articles about the Red River Valley, Government of Manitoba
industrial publications, photocopies and a few original photographs used in the publication,
and drafts for chapter “brites.”
