This large ice house, located between the CPR tracks and Assiniboine
Avenue at 3rd Street, was filled with blocks of ice from the Assiniboine
River each winter. It had a long high platform for [loading ice blocks into]
refrigerator cars, and also handled charcoal braziers for heating these
same cars in winter. The new ice house structure that was built after this
fire was much smaller, as it had an artificial ice plant.

With mechanically temperature-controlled cars replacing ice-cooled
refrigerators, it was demolished in the 1970's.
